The course is offered in two ways

length of the course?
1. A 4-week course, meeting 2 nights per week. The class meets from 6:00 to 9:00 pm Monday/Wednesday or Tuesday/Thursday nights.

2. A weekend course begins on Tuesday night (at the store) and is completed Sunday afternoon. The class meets Tuesday and Friday from 6:00 to 9:00 pm and on Saturday and Sunday from 8:00 am to 6:00 pm.
